In 1642, under 
Oliver Cromwell, all Christmas celebrations, religious or otherwise, were 
forbidden by Parliament.  It was not until the reign of Charles II in 1660 that 
Christmas celebrations began to surface. 
     There is no record that Jesus was born on 25th 5ŜŎŜƳōŜǊΦ  Lǘ ǿŀǎƴΩǘ until 
about 354 AD that the 25th December was regarded as the anniversary of the 
birth of Jesus. 
      Many people today follow the customs of celebrating Christmas.  To some 
itΩs an opportunity to visit relatives, to others a time for partying, while others 
find it a time of loneliness.  Why then should we celebrate Christmas? 
      Because it gives Christians ǘƘŜ ƻǇǇƻǊǘǳƴƛǘȅ ǘƻ ŦƻŎǳǎ ǇŜƻǇƭŜΩǎ ŀǘǘŜƴǘƛƻƴ ƻƴ 
one of the greatest events in history ς the Miracle birth of Jesus. The Majesty 
on high has visited our planet.  The Mission He undertook to save His people 
from their sins.   
     This is the message that illuminates Christmas.  God has given a gift to sinful 
mankind ς a Saviour.  All who receive Him are forgiven and eternal life is 
assured.  Leave Christ out of Christmas and it is meaningless.  Make Jesus the 
centre of the celebrations, and Christmas sparkles and abounds with joy.   Not 
so much of Father Christmas, but make much more of the Father of Christmas.
